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For 25 years, the Brazos Valley Food Bank (BVFB) has acquired
donated food and community resources, distributed it through its
network of more than forty (40) partner agencies throughout
Brazos, Burleson, Grimes, Madison, Robertson and Washington
Counties and helped alleviate hunger in the Brazos Valley.
